disabilities Tameside Housing Register has been able 

to move into housing association properties that 

can meet their disability needs.  

The benefits of the disability housing register are of 

huge value to Tameside and its residents. The service enables those that 

need adaptations or adapted properties to be re-housed appropriately 

in a home for life. 

With the Housing associations, TMBC Occupational Health services and 

DHR working closely together to achieve this it is also apparent that the 

borough has saved some considerable costs since the DHRs conception, 

by avoiding unnecessary removals and installations of adaptations, by  

recycling those already installed for those applicants that require them.  

It is now widely recognised by all the involved agencies that this system 

works well and is due to all parties involved aiming for a common goal – 

 

 putting appropriate families in appropriate properties. 

 

It is hoped that by continuing this arrangement that year on year the 

Housing Associations can build a profile of their adapted stock which is, 

at present, and into the future will be, a more fluid and practical way of 

re-housing disabled people. 

―From a personal point of view regarding the Disability Housing  

Register;  I feel that I, along with our partners, provide a valid and  

valuable service to those most in need in Tameside and am extremely 

proud of what we are achieving‖ said Jenni Edgar who runs the housing 

register.
